Lana and I had a great time visiting my son and his family in Minnesota. Thanks for Lyn DiSanti and Pat
Ferrante for leading worship in my absence. I have heard only good reports about their ministry. So at least
I did not have to worry much about the congregation while I was gone.

I told Phyllis in the office to keep me aware of concerns while [ was away. I have always thought, that even
though I may not be able to be physically present, I can always take a few moments for a phone call to some-
one back here, whether to offer support or prayer. So when I am gone in the future, please keep that in mind.

It has been said that a parent never stops worrying about their children. I know this is true for me. And now
it also involves worrying about my grandchildren. At one point I was watching my three-tear old grandson,
Sully, outside. I got involved in something and before I knew it, he was gone from sight. My heart sank as
my mind thought about all kinds of possibilities, both good and not so good.

It turns out that he decided to walk next door to the neighbors to pay a visit. Frank was not home but Nancy
was. Whether he knocked or not, he walked right into the house. Nancy was asleep on the couch and awoke
with a start. He was welcomed with some cookies to take back home.

Needless to say, his mom had a good talking with him when he returned. On the one hand, you like the con-
fidence and adventurous spirit of a child. But such a situation can instill such anxiety in the heart.

Speaking about a situation that can create anxiety, I would like to share this update. On Monday evening,
June 3", the Council members of Trinity will meet with the Council members of Faith, Natrona Heights, as
to the possibility of my serving as Interim Pastor for both congregations, perhaps starting July 1%. At this
point none of us knows exactly what this might look like.

My commitment is to the congregation of Trinity and I will follow your lead. What I am suggesting is to
take it slow and see how it feels to have this work out. It certainly can be done. In my first ministry to St.
John’s in Connellsville, I worked to bring that congregation and Trinity in Connellsville into a shared minis-
try with me serving both congregations. In my last five plus years of serving English in Zelienople, I
worked to bring English and St. Paul’s in Zelienople into a shared ministry, with me serving both congrega-
tions.

It can be done. And I think I have learned some things from these past two experiences as to how it might be
done better. But at this point I ask that you keep your church in your prayers. Offer your support to give it a

try. And have something of that confidence and adventurous spirit of my little grandson.
